The abstracts should be
sent by post or Email to the Conference Secretariat by
Thursday, 21% July. The organising committee will review
the abstracts and inform the authors of the acceptance by
Thursday, 18" August. Final manuscripts for accepted
papers are required to be submitted in digital format no
later than the 3™ October. Papers, which should be
practically oriented, on experience or methodologies
relevant to Ireland would be particularly welcome.

POSTER SESSION / DISPLAYS

Participants willing to contribute through the provision of
a poster display should submit a short summary
(maximum 300 words) of the project or topic. The
deadlines for submissions and the review and acceptance
format and dates are as per papers above.




CONFERENCE BOOKINGS AND COST
